
FEBRUARY 16, 2016
The Regular Meeting of the Lake Benton City Council was held on Tuesday, February 16, 2016 at 5:30 P.M. in the Heritage Center/City Office. Mayor Barb Powell presided. Trustees Al Lindemann, Diann Powell, Jack Redlinger, and Bob Worth were present. City Attorney Mike Cable was absent, City Administrator/Clerk Eileen Christensen, Larry and Jeanne Robins, Sandy Dahl, and Steven Hurd from the Lake Benton Valley Journal were also present.
Mayor Barb Powell called the meeting to order.
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present.
Mayor Barb Powell then asked if anyone in attendance had an item, not on the agenda, to bring up during the Open Forum part of the meeting. If so they had two minutes to state their concern. 
Larry Robins asked to show the Council pictures of recent damage done to his property between CPR and the County shed on Center Street. The ground was dug up to put electricity from the pole to the new bus garage to the west of their properties and has not been repaired. Larry Robins went on to say he reported this to the Police Chief but hasn’t heard anything back from him. Mayor Barb Powell said she spoke with Police Chief Thor Tollefson who informed her it is not a City issue but a civil matter. Mayor Barb Powell then asked City Administrator/Clerk Eileen Christensen to contact Police Chief Thor Tollefson to come to City Hall and speak with Larry Robins regarding this issue.
